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Lowville United Board of Trustees Report

In January, when the newly elected trustees set about
the task of deciding the future of our church manse,
little did we realize the education we were about to
acquire.

Our lawyer, J.P. Charlebois has generously given of
his time to steer us through the difficult and complex
legal entanglements of title rights, water rights,
Official Plans, etc. We owe him a considerable debt of
gratitude.

As water and title rights were being sorted out, the
trustees conducted a cost analyses study of the pros
and cons of selling versus renting, and made the
decision to sell the manse if possible. The proceeds of
the sale would go to offset the minister’s housing
allowance which had previously been provided by
rental of the manse.

In order to sell the manse property we learned that
approvals would need to be given by the NEC
(Niagara Escarpment Commission); the Region of
Halton; the City of Burlington; and Halton Health. To
that end, many hours of work were spent in preparing
documents, measuring properties, locating water
sources, seeking legal advice and attending with NEC
planners in order to prepare the application for ap-
proval of severance for the .85 acre of land on which
the manse sits. This application was delivered to the
Niagara Esc. Planning Office in Georgetown on April
25th, 2007 and discussed with one of their planners.

In early July we received a reply to our application in
which all 4 of the above bodies OPPOSED the
severance, citing as reasons that the 2 lots thus severed
would be too small. They do not conform to any of the
Official Plans of these bodies, and that given the
unusual water supply and delivery, the lots are not
seen as being “sustainable” for the future. We were
given a time on July 19th to plead our case before the
Commission, if we wished to do so.

More hours were spent in preparing rebuttal
arguments, and on July 19th they were given on your
behalf to the Commission by Carol Haley. Al Burbidge
also attended. The main points of our rebuttal were
that our church manse, our church, and our water
supply pre-existed all of the bodies involved, ie: the
City of Burlington, the Region of Halton, Halton
Health Unit, and the Niagara Escarpment Commission
and all of their Official Plans. We feel we are treated
unfairly by having to conform to new laws put in place
for new housing. We also pointed out that although our
water supply is unique, it is very efficient and has been
sustainable for more than 50 years. We also made a

point of mentioning that our church population is aging, is
small, and unable to maintain this property without
hardship.

The Commissioners themselves seemed sympathetic to our
cause and voted to defer a decision until all of the planners
involved could meet and discuss the situation further, and
to include representatives from the church.

Our local councillor John Taylor was then contacted and
made aware of our situation, and asked to help in any way
he might be able. He kindly facilitated a meeting with all
the planners from the NEC, the Region, the City, and us.
We met at City Hall on Sept. 17th. Al Burbidge, Rev.
Morrison and Carol Haley attended on behalf of Lowville
United Church.

This meeting was very hard-nosed and not in our favor.
Again, a planner from each body represented quoted their
Official Plans as reasons for not allowing this severance.
For each idea we presented as an alternative, we were put
down quickly. When asked if an exception could not be
made in this case on the basis of common sense or
compassion, one of the planners replied that “city plans are
not made on the basis of common sense or compassion”!
We were also told that even if the NEC Commissioners
approved the severance, they (all the planners involved)
would appeal it and they would win the appeal because
they have the law books on their side. We came away from
that meeting feeling very disappointed and upset. Because
Councillor Taylor wished to see a better resolution to the
problem, he facilitated another meeting, this time with the
same planners, but with our Mayor Cam Jackson, and the
Regional Chair Gary Carr. This meeting took place on Oct.
2 at City Hall, and again with Al Burbidge, Rev. Morrison
and Carol Haley representing our congregation. The Mayor
and Chair are sympathetic to our cause, saying they do not
like to see a house taken out of the housing inventory, etc.
Some suggestions were given as to leasing, etc. However,
the long shot of all these numerous meetings and
conversations is that there is nothing we can do to change
the legal status of our situation. We are subject to
Provincial Planning Acts, and even a petition to the
Provincial Cabinet could not overthrow the rules by which
we are now governed.

It is certain then at this time, we are unable to sever the
manse property and therefore, sell it. This is not the result
we had hoped for, and the one which we had worked so
hard to achieve. However, we must now begin to look at
other options, beginning with a professional thorough
house inspection to determine needed repairs and
upgrades. The manse “madness” continues.
